The other day I was in my garden and started pulling up some of the weeds that had grown in a small section in which I had planted nothing. Although we have had very little rain over the past several months, the weeds were flourishing. It looked from a distance to be a very nice, green garden, but up close it was all weeds. Weeds produce nothing – no beans, corn, or tomatoes – they are of no benefit.
Why were there weeds in my garden? I could say: it has been too hot to work, or I have not had time because of work, or any of several other reasons. But, if I was to be completely honest about it, the singular reason was that I had been too lazy to do it. Had I done it a month ago, it would not have been so difficult – they would not have been so tall and thick.

Of course, pulling these weeds will not eliminate all weeds from my garden. In the past, I have left so many go to seed that for years to come, when the time is right, they will germinate and grow.

As I was pulling those weeds, I could not help but think about my life – how many weeds are growing (and flourishing) because I have been too lazy to take care of them. There are weeds in parts of my life where I have planted no good seed and there are other weeds where I have sown seed. How lazy I have been to let those weeds grow, letting my life look like a lush garden, but those weeds crowd out the fruit bearing parts of my life (Luke 8:14).

All of out ;oves are the same. We all have weeds in our gardens and, no matter how hard we try, we will never be able to eliminate them on our own, even with tremendous effort. We simply do not have the strength to do it.

But, through faith in Christ – the conscious acknowledgement of and active reliance upon Christ Jesus’ complete and finished work, we can not only reduce the number of weeds, but we can grow some good crops – fruit that is of eternal value (Galatians 5:22). He gives us the tools to use, the strength to do what needs to be done, and the wisdom to recognize the weeds in our lives. Only through what he provides us (via the holy spirit he has given us) can we do this. Even then, however, if we lazily sit on our duff and put forth no effort to receive his strength and guidance and utilize it, our gardens will still be full of weeds.
