--- ---  ---  a thought as this year comes to an end--- ---  ---

On December 24th and 25th many gifts will be given and received. Although the tradition of giving gifts is an ancient one, Christians have taken it on as an example of the one perfect gift God has given to all mankind.
But, how many of us have that in mind when we give a gift to a loved-one or friend? How many of us, as we are handing a gift to someone, say to them, “I give this in remembrance of the gift of eternal life through Christ?” I dare say few. Are we so wrapped-up in the gaiety of the moment that we forget, or could it be that it is of so little value to us that we do not even consider it? And what if the gifts we give are little more than trinkets – something that is not useful – something that will be stuffed in a box destined for the attic? What does that say about how we value the person to whom we are giving? There is nothing wrong with simple gifts, they can mean more than expensive ones. Yet, they say, “It is the thought that counts.” Well, what are you thinking when you give something of little value? You are certainly not thinking of what God has given you.
The one perfect gift God has given to us – eternal life in Christ Jesus – is the ultimate one-size-fits-all gift, the uniquely useful gift for men and women, young and old, rich and poor alike – the ultimate gift that keeps on giving, or rather, the gift that keeps on being given. What does that mean?

Anyone, no matter who they are, where they live, or how they live may receive this gracious gift from God. But, unlike Christmas, it is not only once per year or even once per lifetime. The gift is first given to us the moment we believe the message that Jesus the Christ died for us and was raised from the dead that we might live (Romans 10:9-10). Thereafter, God keeps giving what we need day after day to live in righteousness and holiness.

What He has given us is not something we ought to keep to ourselves. If we consider it to be of little value, we will do nothing with it, like a trinket placed in the attic. But if we consider it to be of worth, we will eagerly seek to receive what He gives us daily and put it to use. We will also endeavor to give the same to those around us (friends, family, co-workers, etc.). First, we give them what He gave us – the message that Jesus Christ died for us and was raised from the dead that we might live. If they have not believed, we lovingly give them the opportunity to do so. Then, since God continues to give us what we need daily to live in righteousness and holiness through His Word and through His spirit in us, should we not share that with others daily also?
Some will say, “That is the preacher’s job.” That may be, but have you received God’s gift? If so, you have something to give – something useful and of great value, not just one day per year, but every day there is breath in your lungs. You have something to give, unless, of course, you consider it a trinket placed in the attic.

I encourage you to receive what God and Christ are giving you every day and, in turn, give it away.
