The psalmist said: “Teach me your judgments.” (God’s judgments are His declarations founded in His righteousness and.) Are we willing to learn what God has to say about something? Are we willing to learn what God has to say to us and about us? We readily receive man’s opinion and authoritative discourse, and hold tight to our own opinions and ideas, but what about God’s Word on a subject? When we hear it, do we receive it and change (our thoughts, words, and deeds) accordingly? Do we eagerly seek His Word so we can change?

Change is necessary. If someone thinks God loves them the way they are and it is OK if they stay as they are, they have not read The Bible, nor do they believe what it says. This is a problem! God requires us to change (Rom. 12:2)
Before any change can occur, several things must be established. First, we must recognize that we need to change. This can and will only happen if and when we take The Bible as our standard and if and when we revere it as THE WORD OF GOD. Secondly we must be willing to change and such willingness will only happen if and when we revere God as our Creator and as our Heavenly Father – one who loves us and cares for us and desires the best for us – one who requires of us one thing – “Be ye holy, for I am holy.” (1 Peter 1:5-16).

If we are to be holy, we must change. None of us are holy or righteous on account of anything we have done, can do, or will do. So, how do we change to become holy? Christ is how!
We must learn from him, not just about him, but from him how to live in righteousness and holiness (Matthew 11:29). He will teach, guide, and reprove us via holy spirit, but we must be willing to receive it and actively apply it day-by-day. 

This starts with a reverence for the Scriptures. If the newspaper or the internet is held to be of greater authority or importance than the Bible, we will always come up short of God’s glory (Romans 3:3). If there is no reverence for Scripture, how can you even believe the foundation of the gospel (Jesus Christ, died on the cross and raised again from the dead)? If there is no reverence for Scripture, how can you be a true Christian?
