-- ---  --- a thought for the month--- --- ---
(With everything going on, I thought I’d pull a thought from a few years ago.)
On a wall in the old milking barn on the farm where I grew up are words written by the unsure hand of a six-year-old. The pencil lines are faded, but they are still legible and the message they convey is clear. Even though the spelling is bad, the words clearly read: “Softly and tenderly Jesus is calling.” The young boy who wrote those words was me. The words were those I heard my father singing as he milked the cows. I cannot remember what I was thinking when I wrote on that wall, in fact I forgot about doing it. Nearly 30 years later (after my father had died), I found them again and only then was the message those words conveyed clear – a message that is more than the simple meaning of the words.

Our mothers carry us for nine months then, with pain and joy, bring us into this world so we can live life. We mature under their care and nurturing. Were it not for them, we would not have a life to live in this world. 

But what of our fathers? Is their work done before our mother’s begins? Are they only the “male figure” or the disciplinarian in our families? The truth is, a father has a much greater responsibility toward his children than raising them to be good men and women. Like our mothers, our father’s responsibility is a God-given one: to raise his children in the nurture and admonition of the Lord. Yes, our mothers are to do that too, but it is the father who is the one primarily responsible before God.

What my father did for me in that milking parlor over fifty years ago set the stage for me to receive the “life of the ages” – eternal life. He did not sit me down and say: “now this is the way it is …” He simply lived his faith and it was that faith lived in the sight and hearing of a young boy that led me to believe and receive God’s gracious gift. But he could not nurture me fully in that new life – he simply did not know how, yet his work was not in vain. In time God graciously provided the nurturing I needed and in His grace I stand before you this day. 

Many men, though they have sired offspring and are “good fathers,” are not true fathers because they neglect their God-given responsibility by not offering true life to their children. They must not love their children, at least, not as God would have them love. The result is generation after generation having no standards other than the selfishness of their own sinful hearts.

You who have children, are you performing this monumental, and vital task (to the best of your ability in the sight of God) fulfilling your God-given responsibility by giving eternal life to your children and nurturing that life, or have you abdicated it, leaving your children’s eternal life in the hands someone else? As long as there is breath in your lungs you can yet be a true father.

And you men who have no children, do not think for a moment that you get off scot free! You, in Christ, have the equally important responsibility to be an example of godly men to those who are fathers as well as to their children so they both can learn to keep their responsibilities.

I thank God that my physical father was also my spiritual father and I look forward to the day when I can once again shake his hand and finally thank him personally.
