-- ---  --- a thought for the month--- --- ---
One of our members recently sent me a note of blessing and encouragement. In it he said: “Everyone needs Jesus, but after receiving him, our work begins.” 
How true this is! Many Christians will readily say a hearty “Amen!” to the first part, but as for the second part they will more likely hesitate and that for a couple reasons. First of all, mankind is inherently lazy – few want to do what they don’t have to do. Secondly, most of us know what work is and are hesitant to take on any more, even if it is worthwhile. These are recognizable and understandable, but they have little to nothing to do with the work God has called each and every one of us to do.

The real reasons we hesitate in stepping up to this work are: (1) we do not know what the work is – we may think we do, but few, if any, know fully and accurately what God said we are to do and (2) we mis-understand and mis-apply what God said concerning His grace. We’ll look at the last first and the first last.

Grace is God’s favor – His willingness to do and give simply because He wants so, not because we deserve it in any way. He gave us His free gift of eternal life in Christ Jesus because of grace, not because of anything we have done or can do. Even after we receive it, His grace covers – we cannot make it any better or worse by what we do; it is by God’s grace that we are who/what we are. So, where does our work come in?

The church epistles (Romans through Thessalonians) present to us how we are to live as Christians – the work we are to do. It is repeated multiple times and in multiple ways, but it is succinctly stated in Ephesians 4:22-24: “put off the old man … and put on the new.” 

If we believe that Jesus Christ died for our sins, we must also learn and believe that, as far as God is concerned, we died with him (Romans 6:6). If God’s Word says we died with Christ and we now new life in him (Romans 6:11), are we to keep on living as though he has done nothing? Of course not! God expects us to live the life He has given us to live – the life for which He paid the exorbitant price of His only son’s life – the only man who walked the earth who was ever righteous in God’s eyes. He has put it in our hands to live that new life (with His help, of course), but it is still our choice to put off the old man – to reckon our old life to be dead, then put on, as though a new coat, the new life in Christ. This is our work and no, it is not always easy, but the benefits outweigh the effort.

God says: reckon the person you used to be to be dead – put off that old sin-riddled life – do not let sin reign any more (Romans 6:12). But what He says is not all “don’t …” He says: put on the new man, he holy, walk as he walked. How do we do this? First, we must know what God said as accurately and completely as possible. Twenty minutes on Sunday morning is not nearly enough. We must open and read His Word every single day to hear what He has to say to us. We must think about those words whenever we can so He can teach us and guide us in all we need at any moment in time or place.
The question remains for each of us each day, will we each live the life God has called us to and do the work He has given us to do? Someone once asked Jesus what that work was and he told him in John 6:29: believe. What is faith if it is not exhibited by works? Dead.
