Psalm 55:19 describes men who trouble others by calling them, “men who never change their ways and have no fear of God.”
This should strike a chord in every heart that hears it. Why? If this short verse describes those who have no fear of God as those who do not change, then what of those who fear God – those who have a deep heart-felt awe and respect for the Creator of all there is, the God of Life and Light? If I fear God, I therefore change! If you or I fear God, part if that fear is recognizing that we am not what He would have us to be, therefore a change is necessary.
What needs to be changed? Our focus!

The old prayer: “Lord help me change from what I am to what I ought to be” sounds wonderful and many have prayed it often, but there is a big problem with it, if what God’s Word says is true.
According to God’s Word, the old nature with which we were born into this world, unrighteous and unholy, died with Christ and we were given new life in Christ (Romans 6). What I am now is not that unrighteous, unholy flesh, because it died with Christ. I now live the life of Christ by faith – the righteous and holy life God intended for us to live (Galatians 2:20) and has given us to live in Christ. This might be hard to grasp, but it is what God has done for us through Christ. Jesus Christ’s death and resurrection did not just save us and buy us a ticket to heaven. His death and resurrection made it available for us, here and now, to live in God’s very presence and He to live in us (Ephesians 2:21-22). He has already made the change in us through Christ, it is up to us simply to live it – to make it reality.
So, our prayer should be: “Lord, help me change from what I was to what You have made me to be.”

This is the challenge that all Christians face. We continually see ourselves as the sinful creatures we have always been and, at best, we want to change it for the better. But that old life cannot be changed – it had to die. That is why God accounted us as having died with Christ and that is why God accounts us to be alive in Christ – so we have a new life to live.
So what is the change we must make? We must live in Christ, not in the world.

That new life in Christ is very different from the old life we lived (and often still do) in this world. We can only live it by learning about it from God’s Word, allowing Christ Jesus to instruct us how day-by-day, moment-by-moment via the spirit, and actively making the effort to do what he says.

Our old life was selfish, self-centered, self-focused, self-important, and separated from God.
Our new life is lowly, meek, longsuffering, forbearing of one another, and loving, it is righteous and holy – the very place where God can dwell.
The change we must make is to make this new life reality today. If you or I are not making a change today from what we were to what God has made us to be, then we are very little different than the evil men the psalmist spoke of who fear not God and do not change. If we are not making the necessary changes today, how will those around us see and hear Christ? How will they know the truth about God?
