· One new member joined us during August making the membership total 341. We extend a hearty welcome to Gary Eckard of Conover. Who knew eight years ago that there would be so many who would join us in all of this fun?
· There was a great turn-out from our club at the Hickory Fair. Thanks to all who participated.

· Put a big red circle on your calendar around Saturday September 17. It is our 3rd annual Swap Meet. Gates will open at 6AM for sellers and 7AM for the public. Entry fee is $5 for anyone over 12. Pass the word. If you, or your neighbor, friends or relatives have anything to sell, bring it to the fairgrounds. If you want or need something, come to the fairgrounds – you might just find it.
· After all the selling and buying (around 2PM), we will need a few volunteers to help set up in the Legion Hall for the dinner that night.
· Please be aware that there will be another event conducting their set-up at the fairgrounds while we are there. They will be in the midway, while we will be in the track area. Just be extra careful due to that extra traffic.
· That same evening (Sept 17) will be our 3rd annual fundraising dinner and raffle starting at 6PM. Proceeds will go toward the building fund. Tickets are still available for $50 each. See Wilson or Ned if you still need a ticket (there are several left). Each ticket will enable you to receive a catered meal for two and one chance in the drawing. 
· The grand-prize is $3000 cash.  Other prizes are $50, $100, $150, $200, & $250. 
· You do not have to be present to win, but if you are not there, you’ll miss the meal and all the fun. 

· If you’d like to help in the preparations for next year’s show, consider meeting with the Show Committee when we start around November. If you have ideas for next year, start thinking about them now and bring them to the Show Committee. We can always use fresh ideas that will help make the 2012 show even better than the 2011 show.
· We can also use some help with the 2012 Harvest Show (planned as part of the 9th Annual Antique Power Show in May 2012). If you would like to help, contact Floyd Sigmon. 
· In just a few months we will be conducting fall planting.

· The club outing is scheduled for Saturday October 1 at Glenn Sigmon’s place on the river. 
· The day begins with a tractor ride. This year’s 13 mile route starts at Kermit’s place and ends at Glenn’s. We’ll start at 2PM, so plan time extra to unload and shuttle your trailer to Glenn’s. Kermit’s place is on US70 between Claremont and Catawba. The route will take us past Lookout Dam and Bunker Hill School.
· The meal begins at 6PM, but everyone is encouraged to come early for what is always a great time of fellowship with one another and of enjoying the solitude and beauty of Glenn’s place. We are so very appreciative to Glenn for once again providing us this opportunity.
· Plan to come early and make a day of it.
· The presentations to our charities will be conducted before the meal starts.

· It’s OK to bring your tractor for display. We’ll have our own little show.
· When you arrive, make sure you register. There will be quite a few door prizes.

· If you’ve never been there before, it is easy to find.

· From NC16 south of Oxford Dam, turn east onto River Bend Road.

· Travel about 1 mile, then turn left (north) onto Hafer Rd. and go to the end of the road.

· Glenn has also invited everyone out on Friday evening (Sep. 30) for a special time of fellowship, hotdogs & hamburgers, and live entertainment starting around 6PM.

· Our next monthly meeting will be October 6. During that meeting the annual election of officers and board members will be held. If you would like to nominate someone or serve in some capacity, please contact Philip Spencer (Board Chair) or any board member or officer prior to the meeting. I recently had the opportunity to attend one of the big mid-western tractor shows – something I had wanted to do for some time. It was very impressive, but at the same time, I was disappointed. 

They put on a really good show, with many things to see and enjoy – over 12 acres filled with tractors and engines of all kinds, plus demonstrations, displays, and food, but something was missing. It was not until the opening ceremonies that I recognized what it was.

They touted the efforts made by their organization and the local community in providing all that was there to be seen. They applauded the efforts of recently deceased members in building what was there. They were obviously proud (and rightfully so) of what they had accomplished over nearly 60 years. But one thing was missing in their presentation. There was no prayer; there was no thanksgiving to God. It was as if God had no part in their show or their lives.

Oh, they had their token daily devotions in a small tent off the beaten path, and several local churches provided food and drink, but there was no public acknowledgement of God: no recognition of His existence or presence, no acknowledgement of His Sovereignty, no praise or thanksgiving for His provision. 
Let there never come a day when we do the same - forget God, ignore Him, or relegate that which concerns Him to some sideshow, and those who truly love Him to only stereotypical servitude.
